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REFLECTIONS  ON  TODAY’S  GOSPEL 
LUKE 9:18-24 

“Who do the crowds say that I am?” 
 

Almost everyone believes Jesus existed and did at least some 
of the things Scripture says he did. But how we talk about who 
Jesus is and what it means that he did those things is where the 
lines are drawn between the faithful and the rest of the world. 
 

In this conversation with the disciples, a lot of possible identi-
ties for Jesus surface: a reincarnation of John the Baptist, re-
cently put to death for preaching repentance. The return of 
Elijah, who never really died but was swooped up to heaven by 
the will of God. Any of a number of prophets long dead. The 
Messiah of God. The Son of Man. The suffering servant 
prophesied in Isaiah. 
 

What the crowds say about Jesus is never so important as what 
we say about him. Is he my Lord, or just the Lord of my relig-
ion? Is he my savior, or a savior hung on a cross on the wall of 
my parish? Is he my teacher, or a great teacher of ancient 
times? Does he heal me, or was his healing just for lucky lepers 
of the first century? We can argue the theology all day, or for 
all time. But the only Jesus that matters for us is the one we 
really believe in. 
 

Questions for Reflection 
Contemplate an image of Jesus on the cross that has meaning 
for you. What do you see when you reflect on it? 
 

Do you think there are signs of prejudice or favor in your par-
ish? In your diocese? In the church as a whole? Support your 
answer. 
 

Jesus poses the question to you: “Who do you say that I am? 
No pious talk, just the facts. 
 

Action Response 
Engage in a week-long meditation on the cross. Put yourself in 
front of a different image of Jesus for a few minutes every day 
and ask the question, “Who is Jesus?” Write down your an-
swers each day. Share what you learn.

Q. My grandmother made a strange remark the 
other  day that she didn’t feel comfortable in Church 
unless she was wearing a hat. What’s up with that? 
 

A. Your grandmother probably was well-trained in 
her early years, since women were not permitted to 

be bare-headed in church, conversely, men were not allowed to 
wear hats (except priests in birettas, hooded monks, and bishops in 
miters). Oddly, social etiquette still requires men to doff their hats 
at the doors (military uniforms and certain headgear exempted), 
yet women can wear hats or not. St. Paul had a few words to say 
about women’s headgear, and his preferences were taken very 
seriously for centuries. Probably, some of the Corinthian ladies 
enjoying all the new ideas about radical equality in Christ, and 
questioning the laws of pagan society, began to cast off some of 
the society’s dress codes. They were catching on to the way Jesus 
valued men and women equally in the renewed people of God, and 
they were dressing the part, although St. Paul didn’t exactly con-
gratulate them on connecting these particular dots. By the 1950’s 
in the western world, hats were part of every woman’s wardrobe, 
but pastors sometimes advised that the head-covering was about 
respect and humility rather than fashion competition. By the early 
1960’s, many Catholic women in the USA carried lace veils in 
their purses, and those unprepared for a visit to the Blessed Sacra-
ment actually went so far as to put wads of Kleenex on their 
heads! Before long, the requirement was lifted, and hats, scarves 
and Kleenex were no longer the emblem of a Catholic woman.
